* Host institutions gain new knowledge, new courses and new perspective from scholar

* Experience impacts scholar’s field, career, home institution, and home community
* Qutcomes and Impact:
— Develop new world area studies programs
— Add an international dimension to existing coursework
— Expand an existing international program

— Study Abroad program

— Virtual Exchange/online courses
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Eligibility
 Open to all accredited U.S. institutions of higher education. Non-U.S. institutions are

ineligible.

* Foreign scholars are eligible to serve as Scholars-in-Residence. U.S. citizens and permanent
residents are ineligible.

e Scholar teaching responsibilities are limited to a maximum of two courses per semester.

e Proposals shall not authorize engagement in professional religious activities or activities for
which a license to practice medicine or nursing is required.

e U.S. institutions may not host Fulbright Scholar-In-Residence participants in consecutive
academic years.

* Grant length minimum 3 months, maximum 10 months
